Television Tips for  Success 

1. Determine how many hours 
your child watches TV each 
day and monitor what your 
child watches. 

2. Plan activities other than TV.  
Avoid using TV as a 
“babysitter”. 

3. Look for programs that will 
stimulate your child’s 
interests and encourage 
reading (wildlife, history, 
science). 

4. Avoid using TV as a reward 
or punishment.  It gives TV 
too much importance. 

5. Turn off the TV during meals 
and homework time.   

6. Help your child understand 
the difference between make 
believe and the real world, 
especially with younger 
children. 

7. Remember, you are a model 
and your child is watching 
what you watch and how 
much time you spend doing 
it.
