PTA Executive Board Meeting Summary

Florida PTA Vision- Making every child’s potential a reality

1. Call to order- the meeting was called to order at 6:20 PM.
2. Committee Chair Reports

a. Supply Packs- Laura Crummack reports that Lisa Romine will be her shadow for next year. Bids are being researched for the 2010-2011 school year.

b. Fall Festival- Sherrie Fanelli reports that the upcoming event still needs volunteers. PTA will give their support. We will also e-mail a help request. It is confirmed that the Koala will be at the festival. The Treasurer will make sure there are cash boxes for the ticket sales tables. In addition, Sherrie states that the Fall Festival committee is retiring after this year. Replacements will need to be recruited for the successful future of this event. 

c. Student Directory- chairperson not in attendance, status of directory is unknown. We need to determine the status of the directory and get it published as soon as possible.
3. Approval of Summary- the summary is approved.
4. Legislative report- Jill Maharamus reports that the FL PTA action alerts and CapWiz should be available soon to keep us up to date on the latest in legislation. SCCPTA will have meetings at Winter Springs HS at 7 PM on the following dates: 10/22, 1/28, 2/25, 4/22, and 5/22. In addition, a training workshop for officers will be available in the Spring. On another note, Jill relays to us the sad news that the PTA President from Bear Lake Elementary has died in a tragic household accident. Our Board will send the family and the Bear Lake Board a sympathy card to convey our condolences. Mr. Pfeiffer also mentions that a teacher at Forest City Elementary has passed away, as well as our own Mrs. Moons. We will also send our condolences to Mrs. Moon’s family. Jill informs us that a request has been made by a parent member to start a campaign to put Wekiva’s rebuild at the top of the district list for capital improvements. Mr. Pfeiffer explains that the budget cuts have put us on hold. While we would all love a newer facility, ours is safe and in good repair. Our school has already been surveyed and plans have been drafted. The new construction will take place as soon as the budget allows. A discussion regarding a sign listing ways PTA supports the school is introduced. Such a sign could be posted at key points in the school to educate parents on how vital PTA support is to the quality of their child’s educational experience. Many parents do not realize what the PTA provides. We will model our sign after one seen at Crystal Lake Elementary and post it at the front office, cafeteria, and teacher’s lounge.
5. Ways and Means- Misa Mills reports that our sales from Entertainment book have reached approximately $9,000. There are still 92 sample books that have not been turned in. Students with outstanding books will need to either turn them in or purchase them.
6. Treasurer’s Report- Melinda Treu reports on our current standing. A copy of the report is attached. Also, PTA has received a letter from guidance requesting a $75 donation for Red Ribbon Week. It is pointed out that there is already a line item of $100 in the current budget for Red Ribbon Week. Guidance may use those funds. Melinda informs the Board that checks with insufficient funds are becoming a problem. We are charged a $10 fee by our bank each time this occurs. We will need to charge people any fees incurred when they write an insufficient check.
7. Presidents Report- Damarys Melendez reports that Orlando is the host city for the Florida PTA Conference this year. It is a great opportunity for anyone interested to attend since it is local this time. The conference is scheduled for November 13-15th at the Universal Studios Doubletree. Damarys also brings up the fact that many Board positions will be open next year. Corresponding Secretary and Teacher Representative are the only currently held positions that carry over to next year. We must be proactive about filling these positions. It is decided that we will recruit via the Newsletter and the Wekiva Whispers. We will also mention it at the next General Meeting/ Scott Humston Show.
8. Membership- chairperson not in attendance. No report is given. 
9. Principal’s Report- Mr. Pfeiffer reports that we have added a fourth grade teacher and a Kindergarten teacher since the start of the school year. Ms. Robinson is back and the Dividend Ambassador program will start soon. Misa Mills brings up the possibility of student involvement in the October 16th “Going Pink” campaign. That date is already full with 5th grade Pumpkin Math activities. The date of November 21st is suggested for a family volunteer day. That date will not work as it occurs when school is closed for Thanksgiving Break. Misa would like to see more student involvement in service projects. Further discussion is tabled until a later date. She and Mary DeBonville will head the 5th Grade Gives Back project and re-start that tradition. Mr. Pfeiffer continues that there is still an ongoing problem with drop-off and pick-up traffic. Many parents are chronic violators of the safety guidelines. A stern message has been printed in the Wekiva Whispers to reinforce the necessity of following the guidelines set forth to insure the safety of our children.
